Joe Finkle
of 122 Flame Lane also served there. As
a matter of fact, he served in the 1*
Marine Division and was there at the
same time as Gene Confalone and
Bob O’Keefe. It was Bob who pointed
out our omission. Joe also proudly em-
braces the nickname of “The Chosin
Few”. He suffered severe frostbite
which almost cost him his lower legs
and his feet. To this day it still causes
him problems. None of the three, Gene,
Bob, nor Joe, knew each other while in
XKorea. Gene met the others after they
all came to Mobile Manor, but Bob and
Joe go way back. After Korea they
both were assigned to Lake Denmark
Navy Base in northern New Jersey.
They met and became fast friends.
They were eventually discharged on
the same day in January, 1952, said

good-bye, and parted ways. In the
summer of 1953, Bob, his girlfriend
Barb, and Barb’s sister, Dee, traveled
to the Jersey Shore where, just by
happenstance, they bumped into Joe.
Long story short, Bob eventually
married Barb and Joe eventually
married Dee. Bob and Joe have been
brothers-in-law for over 50 years. Due
to his health, Joe and Dee aren’t in
Mobile Manor this year, so please keep
them in your prayers.
